The Affordable Care Act has been reviewed by the 
Supreme Court and has been debated throughout 2012.  
While the courts have been challenged to review additional 
provisions of the Affordable Care Act, which will be 
discussed at the forum, the large majority of the legislation 
will likely remain intact.  Recognizing that this legislation 
will overhaul the health care delivery system, it is important 
for Americans to understand how it will impact their lives.
